The key ingredients of an excellent language teacher will be explored in
detail, as we consider routines, planning and teaching to ensure all pupils make progress. This
course will also provide a network of support for teachers to discuss MFL pedagogy and share
ideas, which may be particularly useful to those with limited subject specialist support in school.
